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Genus Aerides There are two pollen clusters. The pollen clusters may have unequal divisions but do not separate and it has a clear stigma base. Rostellum and stipe are

long and slender. The lower pair of outer petals are attached to the sides of the stamen base. There are clear central plate of the limb and the limb has a spur pointing upward

or forward. There are 8 species native to Thailand

1. Scientific name : Aerides odorata

General characteristics : It is an epiphytic orchid with a
long, hanging stem. The leaves are shaped like strips,
approximately 2 cm wide and 15-20 cm long. The
iInflorescences are clusters that hang down and there are
usually several inflorescences per plant. When the
flowers bloom, they are about 1.2-1.5 cm wide and have
a fragrant small. Blooms from April to May.

2. Scientific name : Aerides falcata

General characteristics : It is an epiphytic orchid with a
long, hanging stem. The leaves are shaped like strips,
approximately 2 cm wide and 15-30 cm long. The
inflorescences are clusters that hang down and there are
usually several inflorescences per plant. It has pinky
white flowers and with a dark pink or purple lip. When
the flowers bloom, they are about 1.5 cm wide and have

a fragrant small. Blooms from April to May.

3. Scientific name : Aerides houlettiana

General characteristics : It is an epiphytic orchid with a
slender stem. It has belt-shaped leaves, 2-4 cm wide
and 20-40 long. Flowers are in clusters, 12-18 cm long.
The flowers are in clusters at the leaf axils, hanging in
long clusters, 12-18 cm long. The flowers are arranged
rather tightly. The sepals and petals are yellow with dark
pink spots. The lip is white or cream colored with dark
pink-purple tinge. Fully bloomed flowers are 2.5-3 cm
wide and have a fragrant smell. It can be found in
deciduous forest or dry evergreen forest of northeastern
Thailand. Blooms during April to May. Distribution:
Southeast Asia.

4. Scientific name : Aerides crassifolia
General characteristics : Aerides crassifolia has a
slender, pointed spur or the tip is curved towards the
front of the flower. It has a short and stocky stem. Its
leaves are big, short and thick with red in color; the red
color becomes more intense during dry periods. The
leaves are 1.5-2.0 cm wide and 10-18 cm long with the
surface may wrinkle crosswise. It arranges alternatively
on the same plane. The stem grows towards to tip. The
inflorescence is curved downwards and is long and close
to the leaves. There are 10 to 20 flowers per bunch and
the flowers are 2-3 cm wide. It has pink-purple petals
and the limb is dark in color. The inner petals twist back.
The flowers bloom during April-May and it has a fragrant
smell. The following are predominate features: lower
outer petals are wide; The limb is open and protruding.
The flower spur is long and the tip is curved, upwards
and clearly visible. This orchid can be found in natural
habitats, dry forests in the northern, northeastern and

eastern regions of the country

5. Scientific name : Aerides flabellate

General characteristics : It is an epiphytic orchid with 20-
30 cm high. The stem is slender with along leaves that
are 3-4 cm wide and 10-15 cm long. Flowers bloom in
clusters at the leaf axils with 15-20 cm in length (5-10
flowers per bundle). The sepals and petals are yellowish
brown with purple-red dots. The labellum spread out
with white in color and has purple -rad spots. Fully
bloomed flowers are 2.5 cm wide and have fragrant
smell. This orchid can be found in deciduous forests of
northern and northeastern region of the country. Blooms

during April-May.

6. Scientific name : Aerides rosea

General characteristics : It is an epiphytic orchid with 30-
60 cm high. The stem is slender the leaves are
parallelogram- shaped, concave and unequal with 3-5
cm wide and 15-20 long. Flowers bloom in clusters at
the leaf axile, hanging down, 20-30 cm long. The flowers
are arranger rather tightly, white with dark pink spots.
The fully bloomed flowers are 2 cm wide and have a
fragrant smell. This orchid can be found in mountain
rainforest of northern and northeastern regions of the
country. Blooms during April-May. Distribution: India,

Myanmar, Southern China, and Thailand.

7. Scientific name : Aerides multiflora

General characteristics : It is an epiphytic orchid. The
stem is erect of slightly inclined with 5-15 cm high. The
leaves are thick and folded into longitudinal grooves,
densely, layered, and slightly shiny, with 12-20 cm x 1.8-
2 cm in size. Flowers emerge in dense clusters hanging
In bunches. The sepals and petals are similar In
appearance, pinkish, with a white base. The labellum is
concave with three notches, the middle notch is wide
and has a wavy edge. The other two are serrated on the
sides, are pinkish white and have spurs on the back. The
flowers are 1-2.5 x 2-2.5 cm in size and have a fragrant

smell. Blooms during April-May.

8. Scientific name : Aerides krabiense

General characteristics : It is an epiphytic orchid with 12-
20 cm high. Flowers bloom in clusters at the leaf axils,
12-15 cm long, with 10-20 flowers per cluster. The
sepals and petals are dark pink in color, white petal base
and pinkish purple labellum. The fully bloomed flowers
are 1.5 cm wide and have a fragrant smell. This orchid
can be found in the mountain forest of southern region of
the country. Blooms during April-May. Distribution:

Thailand and Malaysia.
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Chiloschista has two pollen clusters. It has a stamen base but has no spur. The base of the limb is often curved inward. It thrives in trees and the

stalk is almost twice as long as the diameter of the pollen cluster. The leaves are flat and shed when flowering occurs. The pollen cover is usually lined

on both sides.

1. Scientific name : Chiloschista lunifera

General characteristics: It is an epiphytic orchid having clear anchoring roots.
The leaves are shaped like small scales. The inflorescences are hanging and
have 8-20 flowers. The sepals and petals are brown and the petal edge is
yellowish green or white. The edges have sparse or irregularly wavy hairs. The
labellum base is a shallow bag with tufts of hair inside and has erect latteral
ears. This orchid can be found in rainforests and mixed deciduous forests of

northern Thailand.

2. Scientific name : Chiloschista viridiflava

General characteristics: It is an epiphytic orchid having clear anchoring roots.
The leaves are reduced into small scales. It has hanging inflorescences with 5-
25 flowers each. The flowers are 1.0-1.5 cm wide and the sepals/petals are
yellowish green with brownish yellow spots and patterns. The outer surface of
the petals is smooth. The labellum is yellowish white with yellowish brown or
brownish purple spots and patterns. The labellum base is a shallow pocket and
there are glands with white hair inside. Besides, there are upright side lobes.
The orchid is an endemic and rare plant. It can be found in mixed forests of

northern Thailand.

3. Scientific name : Chiloschista parishii

General characteristics: It is an epiphytic orchid having clear anchoring roots.
The leaves are shaped loke small scales. The inflorescences are hanging and
have 10-25 flowers. The flowers are 1-1.5 cm wide. The sepals and petals are
yellowish green with a lot of brown dots and stripes. The labellum base is a
shallow back with tufts of hairs inside. This orchid can be found in rainforests
and mixed deciduous forests in every region of the country excepts the central

plain.
